Drug Demand Reduction (DDR) supports drug 
prevention efforts through educating community 
based organizations and schools. Our programs 
consist of Gateway Presentations, Inside Dope 
Presentations, Summer Challenge Camp, Stay on 
Track, and Red Ribbon events.  

DDR had a successful year. We were able to 
reach over 15,673 recipients throughout the state 
of Alaska in over 19 communities. We were also 
able to attend numerous training events to opti-
mize our programs and coalitions prevention ef-
forts.  The following are a few of the many accom-
plishments conducted this past year.  

DDR Highlights    Red Ribbon: In 2008 DDR successfully completed Red Ribbon Week. 

We played a significant role as we assisted in start up events at 2 

schools, visited 6 schools, participated in the Boys & Girls Club key 

events as well as sponsoring a basketball half -time event at Gilson 

Middle School in Valdez. Over 2100 students attended our drug free  

presentations.   

Annual Facilitator Fest: DDR held itõs first Annual Facilitator Fest 

in 2009. It provided the opportunity to exchange the best experiential 

teaching techniques and information from fellow guardsmen. Facilita-

tors were able to  gain knew  knowledge, build a framework of ideas, 

and advance in resources through networking.  

Summer Camps: DDR ran over 7 summer camps on our ropes course in 

2009. Our ropes course is a three day team building learning experience. 

These summer camps were conducted for youth as well as group mem-

ñOn Monday, Sand Lake sixth-graders be-
came the first students in the state to gradu-
ate from the Stay on Track program this 
school year. The National Guard program is 
designed to keep kids away from drugs and 
alcohol. National Guardsmen taught 12 les-
sons focusing on drug education, health, de-
cision making and media influences. "It's 
very interactive there's a lot of different ac-
tivities and experiential education that we 
use to help reinforce messages of team 
building and communication" said Gennie 
Arvites, with the National Guard Counter 
Drug Support Program."There's three differ-
ent levels, theyôre level 1, 2, and 3 for sixth 
grade, seventh grade and eighth grade," she 
said.
